WINGS/GPLLI Collaboration Project Guide (English translation)
Please note: The Japanese version is the authentic copy and should be referred to when questions arise

about the English version.
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The WINGS/GPLLI Collaboration Project supports on-campus collaborations proposed by
WINGS/GPLLI students with laboratories in different fields. Through collaboration with
researchers in different disciplines, WINGS/GPLLI students are expected to broaden their
knowledge and acquire knowledge of different technologies, improve communication skills,

leadership mentality, and grant writing skills.
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Overview: There are two types of proposals. Case A is for collaborations between
WINGS/GPLLI students. Case B is for collaborations between a WINGS/GPLLI student and
faculty in departments eligible for the WINGS/GPLLI program (see Examples of Collaboration).
Proposals will be reviewed and upon approval, shall be granted a research fund of a maximum

of 500,000 Yen per project. See examples on next page.
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Case A: The application should have one WINGS/GPLLI student as the Primary Applicant and
the other WINGS/GPLLI student(s) as Joint Applicant(s). The number of such collaborative
projects that a student can apply for, as Primary Applicant, in a year isone. However, it is
acceptable to participate in multiple applications as a Joint Applicant.

Primary Applicant: WINGS/GPLLI students only

Joint Applicant(s): WINGS/GPLLI students only

Collaborative Principal Investigator: Mentor of WINGS/GPLLI student

who leads the laboratory where the collaboration takes place
Collaborating Researcher(s): Researcher affiliated to the Collaborative Principal

Investigator’s lab, who is not a WINGS/GPLLI student
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Case B: The application should have a WINGS/GPLLI student as Primary Applicant, and
faculty from a department eligible for the WINGS/GPLLI program as Collaborative Principal
Investigator. It does not matter whether there is a WINGS/GPLLI student or not in the
Collaborative Principal Investigator’s lab. The number of such collaborative projects that a
student can apply for, as Primary Applicant, in a year is one.

Primary Applicant: WINGS/GPLLI students only

Collaborative Principal Investigator: Faculty affiliated to a department eligible

for the WINGS/GPLLI program, who is not a WINGS/GPLLI student.
Collaborating Researcher(s): Researcher affiliated to the Collaborative Principal

Investigator’s lab, who is not a WINGS/GPLLI student
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Research Period: From the date of acceptance to end of December, 2019.
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Research Fund: Use is limited to disposables, e.g. chemicals. The budget will be kept and
managed at the WINGS/GPLLI office and payment procedure shall be completed at the
WINGS/GPLLI office.  All purchased chemicals must be managed at the laboratory of the
Primary Applicant. However, it is acceptable to keep and manage them at the collaborator’s

lab, upon mutual consent.
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Application and notification of acceptance: Submit proposal with necessary information to
the WINGS/GPLLI office by 5pm, Monday, May 20. The evaluation committee shall strictly
evaluate the application and the result shall be communicated to the primary applicant in

June.

After acceptance: One faculty shall be assigned to the project and assist the collaboration.
A collaboration project report (1 to 2 A4 pages, free style) must be submitted by the end of
February, 2020.
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Consecutive application: Grantees of last year’s WINGS/GPLLI collaboration project are also
eligible to apply for this year’s project. If the proposed project is a continuation based on the
achievement of last year’s WINGS/GPLLI collaboration project, applicant should specify the
fact in the section on “Purpose of research” in the application form. The report of the previous

collaboration project will be subject for evaluation in the review process.

application shall be invalid if an error is found in the application form.
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1. Primary Applicant and Joint Applicant(s) information

Check for accuracy. Original signature only. Leave the “Joint Applicant(s)” section blank if
there is no Joint Applicant(s). If there are several Joint Applicants, copy the first page of the

application form to make the addition.
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2. Collaborative Principal Investigator information

Check for accuracy. Original signature only.
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3. Research title

Maximum of 60 Japanese letters or 30 English words.
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4. Project/Performance Site Location

State all the actual sites that the research will be conducted, including the laboratory where



experiments are conducted, and associated meeting rooms.
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5. Purpose of research, Significance and Innovation, Approach, Research organization
Describe the above according to the instructions in the research plan application form.

Figures and tables are welcome.
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6. Research fund
The maximum amount is 500,000 Yen. Use is limited to goods such as consumables. State

the objects, estimated costs and their major intended uses.
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7. Checklist

The applicant, Mentor of the applicant, and the Collaborative Principal Investigator should

read and check together all the items in the list.
